Don't get confused!

e All 3 Middle Eastern Religions are monotheistic

e Christians believe in god as a trinity (father,
son, holy spirit) and that Jesus was god’s son

e Muslims believe that Muhammed was god’s
messenger (not son)

e All 3 share the same foundation through the
lineage of Abraham
